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Grown as a Crop.  Much paper now 
comes from private, sustainable forests, 
where trees are grown as a crop. Print 
gives landowners a financial incentive 
to renew these forests rather than 
convert them for other uses.1 In fact, 
avoiding use of paper may result in 
significant loss of forest land in North 
America.2 

Privately Owned.  91% of the wood 
harvested in the U.S. comes from 
privately owned forests.3

Constantly Replaced.  An average of 
5 million new trees are planted each 
day in the U.S., and the growth of U.S. 
forests exceeds the amount harvested 
by 33%.4
